Between 1992 and 2006, 18,000 volunteers 
were involved in rehabilitating over 500 homes 
in HOWARD COUNTY donating approxi-
mately 95,300 hours of their time. In 2006 
alone, 29 homes were rehabilitated, involving 
1,000 volunteers donating approximately 
10,000 hours to help their neighbors at a  
market value of $600,000 worth of work.  
The Howard County Council has recently  
honored our group for our dedication and  
commitment to those we serve.
